Reformation Children’s Book 
World History II
Instructions:
In order to solidify our understanding of the major developments of the Reformation period in Europe, we are going to process and apply our knowledge to another medium.  The medium that we are going to use is a children’s book.  For your assigned Reformation movement your group will create a children’s book. You may choose any movement that you find in Section III of your book throughout the Reformation period. 

For example: The Challenge of Martin Luther, Calvinism, The English Reformation, The Council of Trent, and Spreading Catholicism.

While the selection of the particular events/concepts will be part of the assessment, all stories must include:

1. A chronological understanding of the origin, development and “conclusion” of the movement.

2. A basic understanding of the intellectual force behind the separation

3. The resulting shift in world view that occurred because of the movement

4. The major figures and social elements involved
As you know children’s books mainly depend on illustrations to convey important messages.  When you create your story board you want to try attempt to minimize the amount of text needed to convey the idea.  While I am not expecting you to produce artist quality illustrations, you are expected to submit a “clean” product.
